Dear Friends in Christ,

On Sunday, we began to share our giving stories. Some first learned to give when we were instructed to
give 10% of our allowance to the church. We learned that the dollar we were given was already partially
God’s. A shiny dime in the Sunday School or church offering plate let us know that we had a part in God’s
work. Others of us may have seen our parents divide out a 10t of their crop to share with the pastor for

his support. The tithe is the baseline for Christian stewardship.

As our resources grow and change, our giving also grows and changes. Scarcity becomes abundance, and
we have the joy of participating in the planning of the use of that abundance. Some share their abun-
dance by supporting people and churches not only in the U.S. but back in Burma and/or Thailand. We rec-

ognize their gift of generosity!

The 2019 budget shared on Oct. 28t reflected the church’s experience of abundance through your faith-
ful giving. A 2% increase in wages for staff is planned to meet cost-of-living increases, and a slight in-

crease is budgeted to support the technology-needs of the congregation.
The goal, then, is that we have an overall increase in commitments of at least 2.3%.
